FRSGC is part of an integrated three-in-one project 

that includes observations of Earth by satellite and ship, and the 

development of the "Earth Simulator".  The Earth Simulator, which 

was completed in March 2002, is today the world's most powerful 

super-computer and is fully dedicated to Earth system research. 

FRSGC is located at the Yokohama Institute of Earth Sciences in 

Yokahama, Japan.
